SUMMARY:  This workshop is designed for those who need a basic introduction to the field of health promotion as it is understood in Canada. The major concepts, definitions, distinguishing features, and strategies will be presented and discussed within an historical context.  Examples will be presented that apply to community and agency work in Ontario. In addition handouts and other resources will be available for those who wish more information.

PRESENTER’S BIOGRAPHY: Suzanne Jackson is the Director of the Centre for Health Promotion at the University of Toronto.  She has conducted research in community capacity indicators, economic evaluation in health promotion, empowerment indicators, indicators of health promotion for international use, and community systems.  She specializes in participatory planning, research and evaluation consultations with grassroots community groups and community health organizations. Suzanne has worked in health promotion research for almost ten years in Canada and internationally and she has eleven years accumulated experience working in the public sector for the Ontario Ministry of Health and the Toronto Department of Public Health.  Suzanne received her PhD from the School of Urban and Regional Planning at the University of Waterloo. She has been President of the Ontario Public Health Association, vice-president of the Canadian Public Health Association and chair of the Board of Directors of ICA Canada (a community development and facilitated group decision-making organization).   She has been invited to speak on health promotion topics in various parts of Canada, USA, Jakarta, Australia, Mexico, Colombia, Germany, and Brazil.

 SUMMARY:From simple content creation through to developing your own social network, a variety of easy to use, free, and accessible tools exist that can support health promoters in sharing what they know, reaching the public, and collaborating at a distance. This workshop will provide an opportunity to learn about some of the promising information technology tools available for no cost to the user and showcase how they can be used to support health promotion practice with diverse communities across multiple contexts. 

PRESENTER’S BIOGRAPHY: Cameron Norman is an Assistant Professor at the Dalla Lana School of Public Health at the University of Toronto and the Director of Evaluation for the Peter A. Silverman Global eHealth Program. Dr. Norman’s research focuses on public engagement and community development for health using information technology. One of the core areas of his research program focuses on literacy assessment and training of consumers in using the Internet for health. He is also actively researching the use of communities of practice to promote collaborative learning and knowledge translation.
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
